Descriptive Overview


Students will listen to a song, participate in a group discussion, and interview a Red Cross volunteer. Individuals or groups will create original art to accompany the song, and post the art on the MAGIC www.getmagic.net web site. 





Advantage of Medium


Students will communicate their ideas to a wide audience by constructing and posting a web page.  





Lesson Specifics


Lesson Objectives/Goals: The student will: 


• listen as the song is played.


• read the song silently and orally. 


• participate in a discussion of the literal and interpretive meaning of the song. 


• identify and interpret images in the song. 


• create original art and post it on the MAGIC www.getmagic.net website


• use context clues and the dictionary to find the meaning of unknown words


• identify the theme of the song





Assumed Skills or Prerequisite Skills


• The student needs to understand that song lyrics are poems.


• The student must be able to identify figurative language.


• The student must be able to listen for specific information.


• The student should be familiar with group discussion processes.


• The student should be familiar with the writing process.








Learning Environment


Standard classroom with tape recorder. Computer with Internet access. Software for creating webpages. Scanner.





Instructional Set


The teacher should provide background information about the Red Cross. Invite students who are familiar with the Red Cross programs to discuss their experiences. 





Gaining Attention


Draw a large Red Cross symbol on the chalkboard or on chart paper. Ask students to write in words that pertain to the Red Cross. After listening to the song, have students fill in additional words. 





Orienting the Lesson


Tell students they will be listening to a song called “One Million People.” Ask what they think the song may be about. Tell students to listen to the lyrics and find out.





Simulating Recall of Prerequisites


Done according to teacher’s judgment of the needs of the students. 





Key Questions to use for a discussion or written essays.

Are there really one million people? Why does the composer use the term “one million”? (This could be a figure of speech to represent the many volunteers.) �

How can you give a “helping hand” to someone? �

What does this line in Verse 2 mean? “Somewhere is closer is closer than you think in just one blink.” �

How can people “hold back the rain”?�

Teaching Strategies


1.�
Listen to the song as a whole class. �
�
2.�
Display the lyrics on the overhead projector, or make copies for students. Allow students to look at the lyrics as they listen to the tape. �
�
3. �
Organize students in small groups to discuss the meaning of the song. Appoint a recorder in each group to take notes and summarize the discussions. Have a student from each group read the group’s summary aloud and invite comments from students. �
�
4. �
Encourage students to use context clues and the dictionary to find the meanings of unfamiliar words. �
�
5.�
See the art lesson plan for more detailed directions on creating an original artwork to interpret the song. Suggestions for art work are:


• make a collage of disaster areas before, during, and after Red Cross assistance


• make an interpretive sculpture for the term “helping hand”�

See the writing lesson plan for more detailed suggestions to have students write an additional verse for the song. �

The American Red Cross was founded on May 21, 1881 by Clara Barton. She based the organization on the International Red Cross, and included disaster relief as part of the organization’s services. The Red Cross is run independently. It is not funded by the government. Red Cross volunteers offer free assistance in times of natural disasters such as hurricanes, floods, earthquakes, and fires.
